Crab Soccer 

Crab Soccer may have been invented by actual crabs, but it 
was perfected by the kids at Children's Choice. In crab 
position (hands and feet on the floor, belly up) we kicked the 
ball towards the other teamΩs goal to try to score a point. We 
marked out the spaces that were out of bounds, center field, 
and the goal. We placed the ball in center field and counted 
down to the kickoff. As you can imagine, staying in a crab 
position makes things more difficult and feels weird. When 
our impulse is to RUN after the ball, or to maneuver their 
body to get a better angle on the ball, most of us needed 
reminders to stay in crab position. Once we expanded the 
goal to be the entire back wall, goals were easier to make! 
However, our goalies had to push themselves harder to reach 
and block the ball. This was deemed an acceptable and fun 
increase in difficulty. For the kids that weren't very familiar 
with soccer, reminders to pass the ball were helpful. We had 
fun and there was skill and fun on display with plenty of ways 
for everyone to participate and help their team. And with 
more points scored than injuries obtained (2-0), It was an 
overall success we definitely want to play again!
